We again fielded a very strong team at Belton Park GC and had high hopes of improving on the previous year’s performances which had seen us in 5th place. County Junior Captain Chas Richardson again led the team to a very creditable 5th place with Theo Nelson coming 3rd overall

MGU U14 Ten Counties

This tournament was played at the Stanton on the Wolds GC. The Notts boys all played well and as a team finished the day in an excellent 3rd place. Luke Kirton was our leading player and was individual 9th place.

MGU U16 County Cup (Ten Counties)

This tournament was played at the Kirby Muxloe GC, Leicester on Sun 19 Oct. Our boys led by U16 Captain Toby Smith played extremely well and were just beaten into 2nd place by S&H. 

Theo Nelson won the individual prize with a fantastic 1 under par round.

MGU Champion of Champions

This tournament was played at Girton GC on Sun 21 Sept in very good weather. The County was represented by William Psenko, Ethan Wan and Luke Kirton who all acquitted themselves very well.

County Coaching Squads

The restructuring of the Junior Coaching squads started in 2023 continues – this is based on ability as per the advice from EG. This has again proved to be a great success and along with the continued input and support from the 3 County Coaches has, in my opinion been the single biggest move forward for a number of years. 58 invites for 2026 have been sent out and this year includes the Player/Union agreement setting out what is required from players and the Union. 5 players have decided that they no longer wish to be part of the Coaching squads, and we wish them well.

 The Nippers Tour managed by Pete Lockley and Tom Warnock has gone from strength to strength with almost 50 boys and girls signed up. The professional set up, and fantastic prize table has added to the continuing success of the Tour

· Should there be a milestone for clubs to have so many matches played by the end of June. – All J/O said they would struggle with this.

· Maybe players should play in Pairs so they help each other and are more engaged as a team.

· A team would have 6 players so we would be looking at 2x Betterball Matchplay and 1 x single match.

· The Chair of Junior Golf said he would put a WhatsApp message together and see what the consensus was about this change.
