County Seniors 2025
The 2025 season began with the winter coaching and an opportunity to introduce a few new players to the existing squad. The short game clinic at Woodhall Spa was particularly well received and beneficial to a good contingent though some of the ‘younger’ squad members who still work found it difficult to get the time off. 

Thanks to the coaches for their guidance and expertise on the range and at Woodhall.
The opening fixture against West Midlands league winners Worcestershire was a much closer match than in previous years but unfortunately set the tone for a largely unsuccessful friendly series of matches. Not until the last match against a strong Warwickshire side did Notts finally notch a win, largely due to a 5-1 morning lead.

By contrast the league matches went much better with wins over Cambs (12.5-5.5), Lincs (by an excellent 11.5-6.5 margin) and Northants (12-6). Sadly, the really close result against Leics, 8-10, with 3 of the afternoon fourballs going to the 18th, meant that Leics were the East Mids league winners with their match v Cambs being awarded to them due to a fixture mix up!

Seniors debutant Sam Humpston paired up with VP Rob Sallis to great effect especially against Lincs taking out Messrs Blow and Fuller both in the morning and the afternoon matches and James Vardy and Ray Hall also debuted successfully in the league in 2025 when available. Not quite 2024 but close and something to build on.

The Seniors strokeplay at Sherwood Forest was an interesting day, the weather almost making it impossible for the event to take place but Chris Powell and Willie Colquhoun, both Sherwood Forest, carded 5 over par 76’s and a play-off ensued. Chris Powell was successful and is the Seniors County Champion for 2025. The subsequent match play was held at Hollinwell, again under testing weather conditions and was won by Rob Sallis also the County Seniors OOM winner, beating Steve Hogg of Rushcliffe in the final, 2 up. Congratulations to both winners.

The EG Midland Seniors county championships (6 man team) at Gog Magog was a chance to ring a few changes having finishes 7th, 9th and 8th in the previous 3 years and the strong team that was selected was sadly hit by health and fitness withdrawals, even within 24 hours of the event, culminating in only 5 players being fit to play on the second day. However disappointing an outcome, the 8th place finish was little different to previous years and did include some good rounds, especially by lead player Rob Sallis.

Thanks should be made to the County for all the arrangements made on behalf of the senior players, to Stan Yeomans (and Suzanne) for the work as Seniors Secretary and to all the clubs that allowed us to play the fixtures throughout 2025. It is very much appreciated by all involved.

We will soon begin planning for 2026 and maybe we can find 1 or 2 players just 55 years old to add some more ‘youth’ to the existing strong squad.
